This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	· At Canvey Junior School, we follow the National Curriculum for teaching music which is informed by the model music curriculum (March 2021).
· Our school curriculum overview for music for each year group and progression statements are available on our website. 
· In KS2 we follow the Sing Up scheme of work which has been written to follow the scope and breadth of the model music curriculum. This has been adapted to meet the needs, interests and experience of students and staff at the school.
· One half term each year sees all year groups study a different aspect of music appreciation, this is taught in both Music and Extended Writing. All year groups have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument over the academic year. Year 3 learn to compose and play with untuned percussion instruments. Year 4 learn to play a glockenspiel and Years 5-6 learn to play the recorder. This is then recapped in starter activities throughout the year. 
· Music theory work is recorded in a Music book which is used by each child that follows them throughout the whole key stage.
· We have weekly whole school singing assemblies as well as accessing Musical Monday performances provided through Essex Music Services ½ termly.
· We partner with Greater Essex Music Hub and Essex Music Service to support musical opportunities for our pupils. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	· At Canvey Junior School we have a choir club with over 30 children attending. This is open and inclusive to all children across the key stage.
· We partner with SEESMA to perform in the South East Essex Junior Music Festival annually and participate every 2 years in the Young Voices concert at the O2 Arena in London.
· Many children across the school attend Rock Steady. Parents and carers pay for these lessons; however we have 2 bursary places that we have filled. 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	· At Canvey Junior School, musical experiences are integrated into various aspects of school life. Students actively participate in singing at our Harvest festival, Christmas concerts and at the Christingle service at church at Christmas, as well as in our weekly singing assembly. 
· Each year group performs at Christmas with Year 3 and 4 leading a Christmas concert and Year 5 and 6 performing a Christmas Production. Year 6 also perform a leavers concert at the end of the year. 
· This year we have had a musical assembly with the recorder quartet Palisander. They introduced the children to a variety of recorders, explaining the differences between each one, from the smaller, higher-pitched instruments to the larger, deeper sounding ones. This was organised through the Saffron Music Trust.
· Children from across the school have performed at the 02 with Young Voices as well as taking part in the South East Essex School Music Association (SEESMA) concert at the Cliffs Pavilion. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Every half term a different musical genre/composer is selected and pieces of music are played as children enter and leave the hall for assembly. This is also displayed on a whole school display.
· Each term children are presented with a big question in PHSE to give them an opportunity to listen and appraise music. 


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	· As a school we want to embed the teaching of musical instruments across each key stage. We are looking to access expertise for the teachers own CPD through the various agencies we have access to.
· Ensuring there is clear progression of skills across the key stage through carefully planning and monitoring from the subject leads.
